New Generation of Appliance
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Read this manual thoroughly before using and save it for future
reference

1. IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

Read and save this instruction before using this humidifier.

1.1 To protect against fire and electric shock, plug the humidifier into a

220-240V 50Hz socket.

1.2 Keep the cord away from busy aisle areas, and to avoid fire, do not

place the cord under carpet or near heat-generating objects.

1.3 Do not put the humidifier near heat sources, such as stoves, radiators
and heaters. The humidifier should be placed in an open area, as far away
from the corner as possible, and at least with a distance of 1M from the

wall.

1.4 Do not place the appliance in an area where it is accessible to children.
Do not use the appliance in a closed room, particularly where a child may
be sleeping, resting or playing (a closed rooms may cause excessive

humidity).

1.5 This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above
and persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack
of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or

instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand
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the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the appliance.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children without

supervision.

1.6 WARNING: Do not attempt to refill the appliance without
unplugging it from electrical outlet. Failure to heed this warning may
cause personal injury. Be sure to disconnect the appliance from electrical

outlet by pulling on the plug instead of the power cord.

1.7 Do not cover air vents or moisture outlet when the appliance is

running.
1.8 Do not drop or insert any object into any opening when plugged in.

1.9 If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to

avoid a hazard.
1.10 Unplug from wall outlet before cleaning to avoid electric shock.

1.11 This appliance is for household use only. Use the humidifier
according to instructions, other than recommended or other uses may

cause electric shock or personal injury.

1.12 Do not use outdoors.
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1.13 Always place the appliance on a firm, flat, level surface. A
waterproof mat or pad is recommended for use under the appliance.
Do not place it on a rug or carpet or on a finished floor that may be

damaged by the exposure to water or moisture.

1.14 Do not allow the moisture outlet to directly face the wall. Moisture

could cause damage, particularly to wallpaper.

1.15 Unplug the appliance from electric outlet when not in use, and

empty the water tank.

1.16 Do not tilt, move, or attempt to empty the water tank when the
appliance is under operating. Switch off or unplug before removing the

water tank or moving the appliance.

1.17 The appliance requires daily and weekly maintenance to operate

appropriately. Refer to daily & weekly cleaning procedures.

1.18 Do not use detergent, gasoline, glass cleaner, furniture polish, paint

thinner or other household servant to clean any part of the appliance.

1.19 Excessive humidity in the room may cause condensation of water
droplets on windows and furniture. If this happens, please turn off the

machine.
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1.20 Do not use the appliance in an area where humidity level is in excess

of 65%. Excessive humidifying may occur if it is kept operating.

1.21 Do not attempt to repair or adjust any electric or mechanical

functions on this appliance. Doing so will void the warranty.

1.22 Do not place the main housing or base under water flow or immerse

in liquids.
1.23 Do not touch power cord and plug with wet hands.

1.24 To prevent damage, do not place the appliance under overhanging

surfaces.

1.25 Do not operate the appliance without water (in the water tank or base
sink).

Key point: Do not cover air inlet and moisture outlet under
working condition.
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3. ASSEMBLE

For the convenience of cleaning and refilling, the
humidifier adopts removable water tank. The water tank
assembly steps are as follows:

3.1 Screw out the water tank lid assembly in the direction as
shown in Fig. 3-1. Fill the water tank with water, and close the
lid assembly as shown in Fig. 3-1. There should be no water
leakage if the water tank is place upside down.

3.2 After putting the filter into the filter box as shown in Fig.
3-2, close the filter case cover, buckle it up, and assemble the
filter assembly (Fig. 3-3).
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Note: When replacing the filter, pull the four latches to remove
the lower filter case cover.

4. OPERATION
4.1 Before first use
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1. Remove PE plastic bag and other packaging material, take out the

product carefully.

2. Place the appliance on a firm, flat and level surface and in an area that
does not block the air inlet and outlet (Fig. 2-2).

Important notes:

* Do not cover the air inlet and moisture outlet under working condition.
« Do not invert the appliance when it is under operating.

* Do not operate the appliance under high temperature, low temperature
and high humidity environment.

4.2 Control switch

When the product is plugged, set the control switch to ON position to
select the machine mode (OFF-low-high setting). The initial (default)
setting is low setting (1% setting). The mode indicator light is always on

during operation, but the power indicator light is off.
4.3 Preparation before starting up

4.3.1 Operating principle : Your humidifier draws dry air through air
inlet. This air then passes through a filter, which retains minerals and
deposits in the water. The resulting moist air is dispensed from moisture

outlet.
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4.3.2 Location: The appliance should be placed on a flat and moisture

proof surface with the distance of over 1m from wall.

4.3.3 Water refill: Remove the main housing assembly, fill the water tank
with water (should not exceed the maximum scale), then install the
filter to the filter bracket as shown in Fig. 3-2, and assemble the main

housing assembly.
4.3.4 Plug in the power cord.

4.3.5 Set the control switch to ON position to start the appliance.

5. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

5.1 Daily maintenance
5.1.1 Make sure that the humidifier is turned off or cut off power.

5.1.2 Bring the water tank next to the sink, pour out the remaining dirty

water, rinse it under water flow and wipe it with a clean cloth or towel.
5.1.3 Refill the water tank and assemble it to the unit base.
5.2 Weekly maintenance

5.2.1 Repeat the daily maintenance steps.
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5.2.2 Add a small cup (about 200G) of undiluted white vinegar or the
cleaning solution recommended by the manufacturer into the water tank,

and wipe the dirt in the water tank with a cleaning cloth 20 minutes later.

5.2.3 Before disinfection, remove the cleaning solution with warm water
(lower than 70 °C), and then refill the water tank with water for

disinfection.
5.3 Water tank disinfection

5.3.1 Fill the water tank with 1/2 of clear water and add 1/2 tablespoon

of chlorine bleach.

5.3.2 Rest the solution in the water tank for 20 minutes and wash for

several minutes to ensure that each inner surface is washed.

5.3.3 Empty the water tank after 20 minutes, wash it with warm water
until you don’t smell any disinfectant, and wipe the water tank with a

cleaning cloth.

5.3.4 Refill the water tank with water and put it back into the main

housing assembly.
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6. REPLACEMENT FILTER INSTRUCTIONS
1. It is recommended to replace the filter every 3 months. The service life

of the filter depends on the water quality and using time.

2. Before replacing the filter, turn off the humidifier and unplug the

power plug.

3. Discard the old filter and do not attempt to clean it by yourself.

Assemble the new filter.
