Read all instruction before using
Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handles or knobs.

To protect against electrical shock do not immerse cord, plugs, or the
base in water or other liquid.

Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to
cool before putting on or taking off parts. The heating element surface
is subject to residual heat after use.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after
the appliance malfunctions or has been damaged in any manner.
Return appliance to the nearestauthorized service facility for
examination, repair, or adjustment.

The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance
manufacturer may cause injuries.

Do not use outdoors.

Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter, or touch hot
surfaces.

Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated
oven.

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Before the first use

Before using the egg boiler at first, please clean the egg boiler
completely, put the attachments such as transparent cover, measuring
cup, salvers, etc. into water (also adding the proper cleanser) and clean
them. Fill the appliance with a measuring cup water, assemble all parts,
but do not have egg and begin to operate, when the water is boiling,
discard the water.

Note: Never immerse the base in the water for cleaning. Wipe the
appearance of base and the heat tray with a wild and damp cloth or
cleaner, never use a poisonous cleaner.

OPERATION
Boiled egg

1. For the first time, wipe the surface of the hot plate clean and add 150ml
water to the hot plate.
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2. Drilled the big end of the egg with the needle on the bottom of the
measuring cup. Then put the egg on the egg salver, make sure the small
end of the egg is downwards. As the small end can be inserted into the
hole deeper, which may give the egg more balance. Then cover the
transparent cover, plug in the power source, turning the switch on”-". The
indicator on the switch will be illuminated.

Caution: the eggs must be pierced before boiling otherwise the eggs may
explode during cooking.

3. Plug it in and twist the knob so that the knob pointer points to the

appropriate scale(rare”@’l medium”@’l well done”O”) and the
switch indicator lights up.

4. When the egg is cooked, you will hear a “ding” from the timer and
the switch indicator light goes off.

Caution: After the eggs are cooked,please unplug the power to avoid
safety risks.

5.Put the boiled egg into the cool water rapidly so that peeled easily, egg
is at its peak flavor immediately after boiling.

Steaming egg custard

1. Break one eggs into the custard bowl, add 1~2g salt and other
ingredient, some oil, mixing smooth.

2. Add 75ml water to the custard bowl and mix well.
3. Fill a hot dish with 150ml water and install an egg poacher.

4. Place the custard bow! with the egg liquid on the egg tray, cover with
a clear lid, plug it in and twist the knob so that the knob pointer points to

5. When the egg soup is steamed, you will hear the “ding” sound of the
timer, and the power indicator is off. Wait 30 seconds before taking it
out.
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Note : Be careful when removing the lid to prevent steam burns!!
CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1. Unplug the power source and allow the appliance to cool down
completely before cleaning.

2.Wash the transparent cover, measuring cup, salvers in hot soapy water,
rinse and dry completely.

3.Don’t clean any part with abrasive cleaners such as metal scouring
pads, and scouring powder

4. Wipe the appearance of base and the heat tray with a wild and damp
cloth or cleaner, never use a poisonous cleaner.

Warning: Never immerse the base in the water.

5.Store the boiler at the dry location such as a table top or counter top or
a cupboard shelf, the power cord may be wound under the bottom of
boiler.

6.Any other servicing should be performed by an authorized service
representative.
